I find myself regularly asking a particular question. It’s a question
that I ask when I return to my office after lunch. I also find this
question on my lips on vacation, for example, when we have
finally arrived at our destination. It’s also a question that we might
ask of Mt. Calvary as a congregation. What is the question? Now
what?

You see, during the 40 days of Lent we have been reminded of our
Jesus’ journey to the cross, where he served us through his own
suffering, and died. But we have also been reminded of what our
own journey back to God involves: trials and temptations,
repentance, dying to sin, sacrifice, Word and Sacrament, and eyes
fixed on Jesus. And as we celebrate our Lord’s victory over sin,
death and the devil on Easter Sunday we begin to ask: now what?

We’ve been reminded of our sin and our need for a Savior. We’ve
confessed our failures and faults and been reminded that Jesus bore
them for us on the cross. Having arrived at the destination—the
climax of the entire Christian Message—the question we must ask
ourselves is the same: now what?

When Jesus came out of the tomb on Easter morning, it signaled
that 1) He really was who He said He was—the Son of God, 2) His
teaching is true, 3) His sacrifice had been accepted by the Father
on behalf of the world, and 4) all believers in Christ will rise to
eternal life.

So, now what? The answer is simple, really. Live. That’s right,
live as the baptized child of God that you are. St. Paul writes in
Romans, chapter six that “if we have been united wit him in a
death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a
resurrection like his” (Romans 6:5). You and all believers are able
to live...freed from any guilt or shame or burden of sin because
Jesus rose from the dead, and His resurrection is now ours!

Live with the comfort of the promise of eternal life and the peace
that it brings you in the midst of every day life. Live in the joy of
knowing that you will be reunited with your loved ones who have
gone into eternity, for Jesus is the “firstfruits of those who have
fallen asleep” (1 Cor. 15:20).



What should you, the members of Mt. Calvary do, now that you
have traveled down the road of Lent back to God? Live in His
House where the joy of Jesus’ resurrection will keep you alive! |
look forward to celebrating with all of you as the joy of Easter
Sunday keeps us going Forward, Onward and Upward for the
Lord!
