While the “Festival Half” of the church year
focuses on the Work of God in the person of Jesus Christ, the
“Non-Festival Half” of the church year focuses on the Work of
God in the Church. You see, green is chosen as the color for this
season because it signifies the growth that will happen within the
church as the Holy Spirit works through the Gospel Message of
Jesus Christ.

Summer is here indeed, but in the church, summer is a wonderful
opportunity for personal growth. We will have our annual



Vacation Bible School and Music Camps once again this year, and
are even looking at having a Basketball Camp as well. The youth
will take their customary servant event to help those less fortunate.
Each Sunday, we will continue to be fed through the Word of God,
and receive Jesus’ body and blood through the Holy Sacrament.
And of course, our Sunday School will be consistent in its teaching
of the faith. While the calendar may allow these months to be a bit
more “stress-free,” the summer months promise to be a time of
growth both for you as an individual, as well as for the church as a
whole—as we continue to go Forward, Onward and Upward for
the Lord.
